On-Line/Web Based Post Testing
Well - it’s new - different – you should expect the unexpected!
ALL Post Tests are On-Line/Web based tests!
Here is what to expect.

To take an On-Line Post Test you need:


Your Name (as registered with the College)

Your Student ID number (College provided)

Your email address (does NOT have to be the college email)

When you click on the On-Line Post Test ‘the clock is started!’  Tests are timed!

You have approximately 1 minute per question plus 5 minutes to review the test before you submit the test for grading and evaluation.


Example: 40 questions = 40 minutes + 5 minutes or Total of 45 minutes.

You get ONE TIME at taking the test for a score/grade.  You CAN go back again for review if needed but ONLY THE FIRST time will be recorded as your score!

NOTE 1: Short answers are not scored in your results but are reviewed and scored by the instructor.

NOTE 2: Questions will be randomly generated so no duplicate tests will be given.  A pool of questions by chapter and topic will be used similar to certification testing.
It is STRONGLY suggested you attend the class lecture (when NOT an internet course), review the power point slides, review the instructors notes, complete the chapter review questions and/or labs/case assignments, and any other lab assignments BEFORE you attempt the On-Line/Web Based Post Test for EACH chapter!
Part of the FINAL exam will also be On-Line/Web Based.  The project will not.
