Academic Affairs Report – Bill Charlton

It was moved and seconded that the revised policy be accepted and approved by the senate and forward to the president of the college and board for final approval.  All the policies take effect December 2003 so there is only ONE filing (June) this year.  The motion was unanimously approved.
