The agenda from the August meeting was moved, seconded and approved.

President Beth Olsen called the meeting to order at 10:05AM.

The minutes from the May 5th 2004 meeting were moved and seconded.

Special Presentation
Dr. Pannill was present for a short presentation and discussion with the Senate.  He wanted to make sure there was an open dialogue with the senate and faculty directly with him.

He commented on the review of the candidates for the position of Vice President of Academic Programs.  The college has made an offer and Dr. Mary Bolt has accepted the position of Vice President of Academic Programs.  This is the first time this information has been made public.

Dr. Pannill was interested in the other issues that the senate was interested in discussing with him.  The property purchase north of campus was discussed.  It is not officially ‘ours’ at the moment but it is assured.  A master plan will be developed for the long term look of the campus.  This will also effect the Elkton and Bainbridge locations.  There are no immediate plans for the property at this time.
In addition to the acreage we also are purchasing the 1.5 acres with the home.  It was asked what is intended with this property.  What is likely to be done is to put a custodian or residence caretaker on that property for the college.

Dr. Pannill discussed the concern of pay for next year.  He indicated that the new budget will include a pay raise but not a percentage increase.  This caused considerable confusion with the faculty this year.  Some progress has been made with pay since Dr. Pannill’s arrival but not enough.  He sited the pay study that was conducted and additional adjustments that have been made since that time.   He is working with HR with what will be the pay progressions in the immediate future.  The pay progressions should be modest or Dr. Pannill can not agree with them.  There needs to be a sustainable model in place to follow at a level the college will have the resources to carry out the model into the future.  Faculty progression should and will be supported.
Tony asked if the retirement benefits were in consideration.  Dr. Pannill indicated that they were not an urgent issue at this time for consideration.
The program for the public schools on November 8, 2004 was presented and discussed.  This is an opportunity for a great connection with the public schools.  The choice of the day was not in the college control.  It is appreciated by Dr. Pannill the time and effort that will be given by the faculty and staff for this days participation with the public school students.  The college would like to become the next step to provide students an opportunity for furthering their education.
