The agenda for the February meeting was moved, seconded and approved.

President Beth Olsen called the meeting to order at 2:05PM.

The approval of the minutes from the December 3rd 2004 meeting were moved and seconded.

Academic Affairs Report – Bill Charlton
There last meeting was December 8, 2004.  Two Nursing courses NUR 201 and NUR211 were submitted, reviewed, and returned for minor changes.  Co-listing and cross-listing of EDU160 and EGLxxx was reviewed.  The business marketing program option was approved.  Advertising and consumer behavior courses were returned for changes.  DAP151 was tabled.  Next meeting will be Wednesday, February 9th, 2005 at 2PM in room TC219.  This meeting will be for the review of course outlines and first day handouts requirements and format
Beth asked about the www.turnitin.com website being used to assist in submitted information to review student’s written assignments.  Craig indicated that if a student gives you access to the electronic file, the instructor can use the tool to review the document.  Some statement about the review of a student paper on a website should be mentioned in the first day handout.  After a short discussion, Fred suggested that ‘this course uses www.turnitin.com’ be included in courses that use this internet tool in their first day handouts to solve the problem. Faculty Affairs Report – Fred McDonald
Fred indicated they discussed that a faculty salary grid is being setup and discussed.  It is not complete to share with the senate at this time but will be presented in the future. 

Also, a faculty performance plan is being looked at as a procedure to terminate a person.  This needs to be revised for faculty employees.  The topic of banking leave, mileage allowance and other topics are in the committee works. 

Faculty salary, moving from one scale level without without having the next degree are also being discussed for future presentation to the senate.  Some way to move a salary level (using other options) of course or degree credit to move up the scale is in discussion and will need to be broadened.  This would revise the current ‘other options’ policy that exists at the present time.
