The agenda for the September 7, 2005 meeting was moved, seconded and approved.

The agenda for the May 18, 2005 meeting was moved, seconded and approved.

President Bill Charlton called the meeting to order at 2:09PM.

Academic Affairs Report – Bonnie Giraldi
Bonnie passed out a 2005-6 year AAC status report.  Equine has been approved which came to the committee last year.

Everything must come thru department chairs before it comes to AAC.  The disputes should be settled and the support of the department first before sending to AAC.  This is a new procedure.  Mary was asked to mention it to the department chairs and they agree the information before it goes to AAC.

The copy of the first day handout was sent to all faculties that should be used as a guideline for all to use.

George mentioned that on page 4 of the first day handout there was a minor change that will be corrected in the document.

Kim Sheppard commented on the amount of information needed on each first day handout.  Much of the information is repeated in many formats.  A concern to centralize or locate this information on the web or Blackboard would be helpful.
George Bell discussed the reasons for the policy concerns and rationale for the included details.  A general discussion clarified the concerns of senate members.

It was moved and seconded that we approve Bonnie’s AAC report including the first day handout materials.  The motion passed.

Instructional Technology Report – Craig Frischkorn

Craig met with Ray Perry and discussed the concerns with digital portfolios.  This would include types of work students have done and also visual communications and projects.  This would be and electronic type transcript (in addition to a transcript).  The faculty and senate need to discuss the guidelines and outlines of what would be required for this ‘E-portfolios’.  
Mary indicated that teacher education is going to e-portfolio information soon within our existing program.

This is something we should consider for the future and what standards or inclusions should this contain.

Flash drives are going well with students and faculty seems to find them helpful.

Let the IT support people if you have any problems that they can support and help you use the technology as smooth as possible.

It was moved and seconded to accept the report from Craig.  

Presidents Report – Bill Charlton
Bill has setup a series of meeting with Dr. Pannill.  This month is on September 19th.

There are issues with the Elkton Station site the some faculty members were having with the site.  Many of these issues were solved quickly with good result.  If you have any problems and/or concerns, specifically with support, please get this information to Bill to pass on to Bill to share with the president.

Mary discussed the AS226 and AS227 room combined to one classroom.  That room is open if you need a new classroom location for 20+ students.
Michael Pediweck has resigned to take another position.  The college is looking at the position and direction of the cultural center.  Should academic programs be more engaged in what happens in/with the theater?  This is something to think about and how we want to interface and run the cultural center.  This should start your thinking.
Old Business

A Senate member is needed to serve on the faculty affairs committee to replace Barb Daniel who can no longer serve at this time.
New Business

Mary mentioned the student sheet on world art day and the art show in the Elkton station.  Please post and make known the art available in the Elkton Station.
Bill mentioned the senate did not select a graduation speaker at the last graduation.  If someone is interested in finding a speaker please let Bill know about your thoughts.  Sandy Rajaski will coordinate the graduation again this year and she should be informed also in your thoughts.  Most faculty and senators enjoyed the three student presentations last year perhaps more than a political speaker.
It was asked if the SGA had any input on this selection.  They should be included and asked their comments and suggestions.  Other suggestions and options were mentioned and discussed in brief.  This will come up again on the October agenda.
JMZ interviews on September 15th from 2:30-3:30PM for the first group and 4-5PM for the second group in TC400 and AS219, please attend and participate.  They also wanted to talk to senate representatives on this day from 1-2:30PM.  Bill and George are not available to attend this meeting.  If there is a senator who can attend, please let Bill know.
List Taylor is coordinating the JMZ visitations.

Bill presented the faculty guide which was handed out to adjunct faculty during their orientation.  Some faculty members expressed some concerns with the document.  Some documents were included that were not officially approved or been reviewed by the senate or their sub-committees.  There are differences between the policy and the procedures stated in the document.  Faculty Affairs was asked to look into these concerns.  The document is available on the services.cecilcc.edu site for further review.

Carol Mitchell expressed concerns about housekeeping and facilities services.  Requests are not responded to in a timely fashion.  Bill will address this with Dr. Pannill.

Gayle mentioned on Saturday mornings on how students were treated this summer session during Saturday session.  Selected locked doors and classrooms caused numerous problems.  Perhaps we should invite Chris Valuckas to the next senate meeting to discuss this subject in detail.
George Bell announced that after his meeting with Rebecca Walker today, the faculty has to spearhead the “new academic plan.”  The current plan has expired.  Many of the people mentioned with responsibilities are no longer here at the college.  Rebecca will be contacting us about this new plan to be developed.  The plan must come from the faculty.  This will be presented at the next academic meeting for discussion.  The plan needs to go to the board of trustees very soon.
