Academic Affairs Report – Bonnie Giraldi
Bonnie is presently working on a math option.  It was sent back for revisions and review and John Climent will meet with the committee next week.
The committee also approved computer science one and two courses.

A two page report was passed out to members present.

Faculty Affairs Report – Bobbye Haupt
The committee is still working on credit leave bank and the rules and regulations to make an acceptable presentation to the senate.  This would be the process of accumulated hours for overload for teaching time.
The committee is still addressing the question multiple year contracts for faculty members.  This is still in the discussion and developmental process within the committee.

Instructional Technology Report – Craig Frischkorn

Craig talked about the technical support from the IT department with Ray Perry.  There was a chart in the last IT report to help interpret the college and faculty needs.

Craig mentioned the switch in room 358 that can turn the internet on and off.  They found out by error and lucky for Craig, Lyle was able to stop by and show him how to enable and disable the internet access for that particular room.  They had just NOT told anyone of this function.  Still a communications problem with IT?

Requests for laptops and input needed to request the needs of the faculty.  Please let your needs be known to Craig and he will pass this information on to the IT department.

There was a brief discussion about the student number and the PIN required accessing this portion of the internet site.  It seems that a student must appear at student services to obtain their PIN for the site.

Elkton station and computer websites were briefly discussed.  How those computers is setup was discussed.  You can’t access your work from that location.

Senate Presidents Report – Bill Charlton
Bill presented a copy of a letter from the Cecil Community College Foundation.  He reviewed the letter with senate.
The smoking policy was presented by the president at the March 15th CMT meeting.  The SGA, classified staff, administrative professional also presented their recommendation for this policy and possible changes.  In the March 29th meeting, Chris reported that she was collecting information from Fredrick Community College with signage.  Also, the replacement of waste receptacles was presented.

The concept of additional benches as smoking areas and diagrams as smoking areas was also presented and discussed.  Only one community college (Howard) fines violators of the smoking policy ($25.00).

Next, the announcements of school opening/closing and delayed opening were presented to the group.  Dr. Pannill made some suggestions for this procedure.

UMBC was on campus to talk about the sharing of facilities.  Expect a late May/June agreement with them to have a presence in Cecil County in the near future.
