The agenda for the March 1st, 2006 meeting was moved and seconded for approval.

The minutes from the January 17th, 2006 meeting was moved, seconded and approved.

Academic Affairs Report – Bonnie Giraldi
Bonnie indicated that academic affairs did not meet last month but will be meeting next week in March.  There is a full agenda.
It was moved and seconded that the report be accepted.  Unanimous
Faculty Affairs Report – Bobbye Haupt
They are working on retiring information and leave bank information.  Nothing is ready to present to the senate at this time.
The department chair brought up tenure and that topic has gone nowhere in the committee to date.

Instructional Technology Report – Craig Frischkorn

No report at this time.  Craig was absent and unable to attend.
Senate Presidents Report – Bill Charlton
Bill met with Dr. Pannell on February 20, 2005.  He wanted Bill to emphasize that the progression on the salary scale is based on evaluation and not just time.
Bill Charlton and Jen Levi met with Jim Wilburn to discuss search committee procedures.  They reviewed the old procedures and discussed additions to that policy.  More discussion is needed in the near future with additional suggestions to this policy.

The enforcement of the college smoking policy enforcement was discussed.  SGA agreed that enforcement is the key to the policy.  Various ideas were discussed.

It was moved and seconded that the proposal be passed onto Ray Perry.  Unanimous.
Old Business
The smoking policy was discussed and presented by Kim Sheppard.  She made several suggestions that were supported by other senate members.  Signage seems to be the main concern to help then enforce the policy on campus.
It was also mentioned that “smoking and tobacco use” should be mentioned as opposed to ‘no smoking’ only on the signs and policy.

Bill will take this information to the next CMT meeting and try to get moving on signs and enforcement.  A campaign launch and student information procedures needs to be identified.
New Business

The college calendar for 2007-2008 was presented and reviewed.  The only change that was made was the start time for the summer session is moved back.  Also the summer schedule title was changed.  Two weeks from now it will go to CMT for approval.  Department chairs will another time to comment at the Friday department chair meeting later this week.  Please get any concerns or suggestions to Dr. Bolt or Dr. Jackson.
The college opening and closing policy and procedures was discussed by Kim Sheppard.  The last snow storm and misinformation was discussed.  Can we post the information earlier and make the decisions at an earlier time?  6AM is not earlier enough.  The date and the day should be on the website (not just the date and CLOSED).  We should also post that the college is OPEN not just closed.
An agreed time to get decisions made and the information posted should be adopted.

Other Announcements and other Information
Alpha Alpha Theta would like to update the faculty at the next division meeting with their activities and achievements.  This will help us update the academic plan in this area.
Next division meeting date will be confirmed in an email shortly.

The multi schools spelling bee is scheduled for April 8, 2006.  They are looking for volunteers.  Please contact Dr. Jackson if interested.

Mary mentioned the master plan follow-up.  The PE building is the next step in the buildings to be updated.  The next project is the Bainbridge campus college site.
