The agenda for the May 3rd 2006 meeting was moved and seconded for approval.  Passed
The minutes from the April 5th, 2006 meeting was moved, seconded and approved.  Passed
President Bill Charlton called the meeting to order at 2:05PM.

Academic Affairs Report – Bonnie Giraldi
Bonnie reported on passing on the math degree and two physics courses.  Also many courses and programs are on the agenda for the fall semester.
It was moved and seconded to accept the report.  Passed.
Faculty Affairs Report – Bobbye Haupt
Bobbye indicated the work being done with the committee.  They have finished some policies which are now being reviewed by the administration and it is hoped that they will be ready for the first fall semester senate meeting.
It was moved and seconded to accept the report.  Passed.

Instructional Technology Report – Craig Frischkorn

Craig discussed the bandwidth with wireless Access Points around the campus.  The gamers and music downloader’s are taking the bandwidth away from the faculty use.  A suggestion of locking down and logging into the network was suggested.
It was moved that we be given more equitable bandwidth for the academic needs of students.  If was seconded and unanimously approved.
It was moved and seconded to accept the report.  Passed.

Senate Presidents Report – Bill Charlton
Bill reported on the state of the senate funding.  We have approximately $3950 in the senate treasury.

Dr. Valuckas visited to talk about changes to the duplication services location.  She introduced the proposal of the changes.
Due to the status of the trailer, duplication needs to move out of the trailer location.

There are two possible sites in the A&S building.  First to the lower level with VCP area was mentioned.  Second option is a move to the second floor - the old ceramics studio (226/227) area.  Here on the second floor to have more service for staff and students including mail, etc.  Also, places students can have papers copied, etc.  This would centralize the location of duplication and mail services.  Each area would have to send someone down to this area to pickup the mail daily.  Mail would not be distributed as it is now to each office area.
A brief discussion about the operational procedures was conducted from senate members with Dr. Valuckas.  Concerns about the mail being dropped of at this central site and then picked up by the department were discussed.  Adjunct and full-time faculty mail access was presented and discussed.
Other small considerations and concerns were expressed to Chris and she will take all this information back to the administration for their considerations.

Carol White presented the van status available on campus.  These are used for transporting students to and from college events.  There are two minivans and one is down for long trips.  This leaves one minivan.  They are trying to fix up something with enterprise car rentals in Elkton.  This transportation is in limbo and no direct solution is currently available.  It id difficult to get students transported to off college events.
It was asked that the senate should address this issue and Carol asked that the senate help with solving or setting up a clearly stated procedure.  Suggestions were requested from the senate.

Bill indicated that he was going to have a meeting with Dr. Pannill later in May and would bring this up for discussion.  He will get together with Carol to obtain her concerns in detail and take this issue to the president at his next meeting.

Several senators made numerous suggestions and comments on this issue.  There should be a budget line for transportation for college events.
