President John Climent called the meeting to order at 3:05PM.

Academic Affairs Report – Bonnie Giraldi
Nancy Cannon presented the academic honesty policy proposal.  Justification for the change in the policy was presented and the new technologies available for the college to use as documentation of violators.
The policy was sent to the college lawyer and it was returned with numerous changes especially the wording given by the lawyer.  The final document is ready for review now by the senate.

The policy was simple to detail but the procedure has changed from the previous policy.  It will now be presented from the Deans office and not a specific faculty member.  Discussion about the policy and the procedures in specific examples was given and discussed.
The specific policy statement was clarified.  No statement in the policy allows exercising the full extent of the procedures and discussion was given to include this in the policy statement.  It was suggested add to the policy, second sentence that ends in tolerated, and could lead to sanctions up to and including expulsion from the college.
It was moved and seconded that this change be accepted.  The vote was unanimous (12) in favor of the change.  This policy (with above changes) will be presented to the president to become an agenda item at the next board meeting.

It was moved and seconded that we accept the procedures of the honesty policy.  The vote was unanimous (12) in favor of the procedures.
Nancy also mentioned the courses changed and approved.

Senate Presidents Report – John Climent
The meeting discussed the TWO major concerns for this session presented in the agenda that was emailed to senate members.

John opened discussion on the revised banked credit policy and procedure.  Discussion on the statement ‘does not expire’ was not accepted with the president.  There needs to be some time frame on this length of time to carry the time forward.  The president wanted a bank leave expiration date and/or time.
After a short discussion it was suggested that the bank credits.  It was suggested that 
banked credits that have been banked or accrued for 10 years must be used or paid out.

This line will be presented to the president.  It was moved and seconded that this be accepted.  The motion passed with 11 for, 0 against, and 1 abstention.

It was moved and seconded that the president’s report be accepted.  Unanimously (12) approved.

The next discussion was about the name change to Cecil Community College to Cecil College.  A long discussion was presented with the concerns about the change and what it means to the individuals and the college in the community.  John mentioned that we need to send information to the president on the senate’s opinion on this change.  It was proposed that the April Division meeting to discuss this concern and then send the information to the president.
