Dr. Pannill presented Draft 5 of the Strategic Plan.  This draft includes four specific strategic initiatives that were recommended by the affinity groups.  This draft will be presented to all of the affinity groups by the middle of May, to CMT at the end of May, and to the Board of Trustees at their June meeting.

Chris Valuckas presented the policy statement on late openings and closings.  This proposed policy goes to CMT’s next meeting and then will be presented to the Board of Trustees at their May meeting.  A detailed message to students will not be generated; instead, a generic statement will be issued.  It is up to faculty to add a statement to the first-day handout and to inform students of faculty expectations at the beginning of each semester.

New Hires

· Robert Prendergast, Director of Technical Services in the IT area

· Steven Ampersand, Records and Registration Manger, Student Services

Construction

· Phase 2 of the Physical Education Building is supposed to be finished on July 16

· The State has approved the inclusion of A&S science renovations with the proposed Math/Science Building

· College Crossing facilities will be complete by April 30; the bookstore will need two weeks to move (Pizza Hut is coming to College Crossing, too)

On-Line Student Payments

· The College has dropped the $5 fee previously charged for processing credit card payments when the payment plan is used for College costs

Middle States

· The official draft has been received and is consistent with the remarks from the Middle State chair

· Dr. Pannill said that he is pleased by what he sees in the report and that the bottom line is “we did great but we’re a work in progress.”

· There were 11 recommendations made by Middle States 

Maryland P-20 College Success Task Force

· This task force is in place to set standards for PreK-12 so that students are prepared for college and workforce training

Direct Deposit Implementation

· By July 2, 2010, the College will require mandatory direct deposit

· At a later date [Phase 2], the College institute electronic paystubs

· Electronic paystubs are available through McCecil at Employee tab, Compensation

College Partners

· Wilmington College has been approved to deliver programs (specifically, Teacher Education) at Elkton Station beginning this fall

· We are still talking with Drexel and Salisbury
